The Brecks Partnership operates in the Brecks, an area covering about 931sq.kms (360sq.miles) on the borders of Norfolk and Suffolk, centred on Thetford. Encompassing heath, forest, wetland and agricultural land, the Brecks forms a unique cultural region internationally recognised for its landscape, archaeological and wildlife interests. It is also subject to considerable and growing pressure from development and recreation, and changes in agriculture and water management.
The Brecks Partnership co-ordinates activities and supports the organisations involved towards achieving the overall objectives for the area. These are based on the importance the partners attach to the conservation and enhancement of landscape and wildlife and the opportunities it provides for countryside recreation.  

The Brecks Partnership is currently developing a bid to the Heritage Lottery Fund’s Landscape Partnership Scheme for the Brecks under the title of ‘Breaking New Ground’.   

Landscape Partnerships is the Heritage Lottery Fund’s grant programme which is normally delivered by a partnership made up of regional, national and local organisations, community groups and residents and aims to provide long-term social, economic and environmental benefits to a distinctive landscape area. It focuses on :
         Conserving or restoring the built and natural features that create the historic landscape character. 

         Increasing community participation in local heritage. 

         Increasing access to and learning about the Brecks and its heritage. 

         Increasing training opportunities in local heritage skills.

Applications are through a two round process, with a development phase and usually take up to two years.
